SHORT HISTORY OF KASHI (VARANASI)

Eminent Cultural and Educational Heritage of Varanasi (Banaras/Kashi)

Varanasi, also known as Kashi or Banaras, is one of the oldest continuously inhabited
cities in the world, with a history stretching back over 3,000 years. Situated on the banks of the
River Ganga in Uttar Pradesh, it has long been a major centre of Indian culture, religion,
learning, and philosophy.

Cultural Heritage

Varanasi holds exceptional spiritual significance in Hinduism, believed to be the city of
Lord Shiva. The Kashi Vishwanath Temple is one of the most sacred pilgrimage sites for
Hindus. The city’s numerous ghats—such as Dashashwamegh and Manikarnika—are central to
rituals, worship, and life-cycle ceremonies. Varanasi is also important to Buddhism, as Sarnath,
where Lord Buddha delivered his first sermon, lies nearby. Over centuries, the city became a
meeting ground for diverse religious and philosophical traditions

Culturally, Varanasi 1s renowned for classical music (Hindustani music), producing
legendary musicians like Pandit Ravi Shankar and Ustad Bismillah Khan. It 1s equally famous
for Banarasi silk sarees, literature, Sanskrit learning, festivals, and traditional arts.

Thus, Kashi 1s not just a city of historical importance, but a timeless spiritual realm
where history, mythology, devotion, and the quest for liberation come together

Educational Heritage

Varanasi has been a seat of learning since ancient times, especially for Vedic studies,
Sanskrit grammar, philosophy, astronomy, and law. Scholars from across India once travelled
to Kashi to study at traditional gurukuls and tolls. In modern times, the establishment of Banaras
Hindu University (BHU) in 1916 by Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya marked a milestone in
Indian higher education. BHU became one of Asia’s largest and most prestigious universities,
blending traditional Indian knowledge with modern sciences.
